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MARKET RULES

The Grand Ledge Farmer’s Market is located in beautiful downtown Grand Ledge on Bridge Street in the Maypole Park (across from Sweet Linda’s).  Each vendor is required to arrive at that location by 8:30 AM and shall vacate by 1:30 PM.  Each vendor is required to sign a copy of these market rules prior to participation in the Grand Ledge Market.

Types of Products

Products that vendors may sell include; farm, processed farm, fish & seafood, nursery, foraged, processed non-food agriculture, and baked goods.  Manufactured products are prohibited, unless written approval is received by the Market Committee.  Handmade arts and craft items are welcome.  All products must be produced and/or grown in Michigan.  Vendors must produce at least 75% of the products they sell, unless prior permission is given by the Market for those who are selling for other local farmers or producers.  All vendors must have intimate knowledge of what how the items they are selling are produced and where they originate from.

General Market Rules

1. All products must be grown, raised, produced, or gathered by the Vendor in Michigan, unless prior written consent is obtained from the Market Committee.

2. All products should be of good quality as determined by the Market Committee.

3. Livestock and/or Dairy Products that are administered growth hormones, such as rBGH, may not be sold at the market.

4. Farmers and Producers are encouraged to use environmentally responsible methods of production.

5. Producers should provide clear, written information about production methods, which can be available to any consumer who requests it.

6. Vendors are responsible to obtain, maintain, and be able to present any licenses, certifications, or permits that are required by city, state, and federal law.

7. All items must be clearly priced either on the product or on a list.  Bargaining is permitted.

8. Vendors are responsible for keeping their space clean and attractive during market hours and must clean up after the market closes.

9. Vendors are required to submit a complete list of the products they wish to sell at the market with their application.

10. The Market does not offer exclusive rights to any one vendor for one product.  Market customers benefit from more choices.  However, if the committee believes the number of vendors offering the same product is excessive, duplicate products may be denied entry.

11. Market Management reserves the right to deny/revoke a Vendor’s application, to prohibit anyone from selling at the Market, or to prohibit any product from being sold at the Market.

12. Each Vendor should have a sign that clearly displays the products available.

13. Vendors are expected to behave courteously to customers, other vendors, the Market Staff and other volunteers.

14. Offensive & Aggressive marketing techniques are not allowed.

15. Vendors found in non-compliance will receive the following discipline: 1st offense: Verbal/written warning; 2nd offense: two market day suspension; 3rd offense: loss of seniority and stall priority; 4th offense: permanent expulsion from the market. Misrepresentation of product origin is prohibited. Offenses carryover until the vendor is no longer a member of this market.
Set-up / Space preference

1. Preference for space at the Market will be given first to the vendors who pay for the entire season, then to the day vendors (on a first come – first serve basis).

2. Vendors are required to arrive before 8:30 to insure their space unless other consent from the Market Committee.  Reserved spaces may be reassigned if the vendor is not present 30 minutes before the Market opens.

3. Vendors are asked to unload market supplies and products, then park vehicle in lot behind market, then erect their stands / canopies and display their goods to insure good flow for all vendors.

4. Dumping of produce in trash cans is forbidden.

5. Each vendor must sign a copy of these rules and have been approved by the Market Committee.

6. All electrical equipment must be pre-approved by the committee.  The vendors are responsible to provide their own extension cords and mats to cover the cords as well as appropriate weatherproofing.

7. Vendors must supply their own booths, tables, and/or canopies.

Enforcement

1. All rules of the Market are enforced by the Market Committee and the Market Manager for that day.

2. Customer complaints will be forwarded to vendors and will be kept on record with the Market Committee

3. The Market Committee reserves the right to make exception to any of these rules if they deem it is in the best interest of the market and its patrons.

4. All complaints and / or suggestions should be directed to a member of the Market Committee.

5. Vendors found in non-compliance will receive the following discipline: 1st offense: Verbal/written warning; 2nd offense: two market day suspension; 3rd offense: loss of seniority and stall priority; 4th offense: permanent expulsion from the market. Misrepresentation of product origin is prohibited. Offenses carryover until the vendor is no longer a member of this market.
